The fall SEVERE WEATHER season is al-
ready upon us.

Also remember that current weather infor-
mation is available on Calhoun County School 
System’s weather hotline by dialing 256-741-
SNOW (9669) and on the Calhoun County 
School’s Severe Weather Notification Face-
book page.  The information is updated regu-
larly as weather conditions change. 
 
It is important that severe weather drills are 
conducted so you and your students will be 
prepared in the event that severe weather 
threatens.
