MATERIALS NEEDED:
Scrapbook (12 X 12 or 8 ½ X 11).  These may be purchased at Walmart, Hobby Lobby, etc.  Do NOT use the old type of photo albums that the page protector peels back for you to lay items on the sticky surface and then lay back over it.  Also do not use the old type of scrapbook with the construction paper pages with no way to use page protectors.) 
Cardstock or other scrapbook paper in size to match scrapbook.  Sometimes you can buy a scrapbook package which has everything contained in it.

Artifacts for each chapter (pictures; schoolwork or artwork; handwritten notes from parents, teachers, friends; old report cards; recital or play programs; award certificates; gravestone rubbings)
